A common question with some prompts helps the candidates to improve Speaking Competency 

Type of Test 

The test is a face-to-face interview. Candidates are assessed on their use of spoken English to answer question with focused prompts. Ask candidate to speak for 1–2 minutes on a particular topic based on written input in the form of a cue card /task card with focused prompts including 1-minute preparation time.
Skills needed – Comprehension, Brainstorming, Mapping, Organizing, Creativity, Imagination, and Presentation

7.Event with Illustrations:

A   question with some illustrations help the candidates to improve Speaking Competency 

Type of Test 

The test is a one to one interaction. Candidate  is assessed on his/her use of spoken English to answer question with focused illustrations. Ask candidate to speak for 3 minutes on a particular situation based on illustrations input, including 1-minute preparation time.
Skills needed  – Comprehension, Brainstorming, Mapping, Organizing, Creativity, Managerial skills, Imagination, and Presentation.

8.Dubbing: 

A mute Screenplay helps the candidate to improve Speaking Competency 

Type of Test 

The test is a monologue or dialogue. Candidate is assessed on the use of spoken English to answer the mute Screenplay or an Advertisement. Ask candidate to speak for 1–2 minutes on motion picture, including 1-minute preparation time.
Skills needed – Comprehension, Brainstorming, Mapping, Organizing, Observation, Reasoning, Imitation, Adaptation, Adoption, Sorting, Sequence, Stress and Intonation, Interpretation, Creativity, Imagination and Presentation.
